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Boothstown Football Club is committed to creating and maintaining the safest possible environment for children and young people to practice youth Football.  This policy applies to all children and young people irrespective of their age, culture, ability, gender, sexual identity, language, racial origin or religious belief.

WE DO THIS BY

Recognising that all children have the right to freedom from abuse.

Ensuring that all volunteers are carefully selected and accept responsibility for helping to prevent the abuse of children in their care we do this by ensuring that all Manager/Coaches will be subject to Football Association child protection registration.

Parents and children coming to the club will be made aware of our Child Protection Policy.

All volunteers support the Child Welfare Officer in attending local or regional courses organised by the Football Association or for sporting clubs on the practical implementation of the policy.

Responding swiftly and appropriately to all suspicions or allegations of abuse and providing parents and children with the opportunity to voice any concerns they may have.

Child Welfare Officer who will take specific responsibility for child safety and act as the main point of contact for parents, children and outside agencies.

Ensuring access to confidential information is restricted to the Child Welfare Officer or the appropriate external agencies/authorities.

Reviewing the effectiveness of our Child Protection Policy and activities each year at the Annual General Meeting.

Boothstown Football Club accepts and will conform to the Football Association Child Protection Policy published May 2000 and the procedures and practices handbook published in November 2000.  The Club will ensure a programme of Football Association accredited training for all team Managers and Coaches.

Our Club has two appointed and dedicated Child Welfare Officers.
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
